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Overview of the Town Council

Llanfairfechan Celebrates 2026

Llanfairfechan is a corporate body, formed under the provisions of the Local Government Act
1972. ltis an independent local authority and is part of the first tier of local government,
with an important role in shaping and representing the local communities it represents.

The Town Council has 13 elected members who represent a population of approximately
3640 people across three wards Pandy, Bryn and Lafan. There are currently two vacancies,
and we hope to fill these as soon as possible by co-option as no election has been called by
the electorate.

We currently have one elected member who holds a joint role as County Councillor and Town
Councillor, and this gives us a close working partnership with the county authority Conwy

County Borough Council (CCBC). However, the Town Council is an independent body and
elected to serve the members of the Llanfairfechan community.

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Community Skips in Llanfairfechan In 2025/26, Town
Council spent £4110 on providing regular skips to help
reduce the risk of flytipping.

Town Council now run this service themselves as CCBC
no longer provide a partnership service. We thank
Worldcare LTD for the supply of skips and Jonathan
Shacklady (registered waste carrier CBDU018080) for
the removal of scrap metal. We also are grateful to
James Griffiths, Town Council Environmental Officer
for leading on this service each month.

Matters most discussed by the Town Council include:
Planning Applications (We are a statutory consultee and can make observations that will
be included in the CCBC planning process. Our observations do not have a
veto/confirmation power, and we are one of many stakeholders with a duty to comment).
Street furniture (signs, noticeboards, benches, cycle racks, litter bins, bus shelters,
streetlights etc.)
Parks and open spaces — (MUGA pitch on the Recreation Ground and Victoria Gardens Play
area and Skatepark)
Flytipping and concerns about rubbish and recycling collections
Supporting projects to prevent littering and dog mess.

In addition, we hold a portfolio of wider support projects for residents, businesses, and
community groups that include:
Development of a formal community plan and promotion of local business and markets
Support for community groups through s137, s144, s19 grants and networking
opportunities and help with governance and marketing
Celebration events in Llanfairfechan — Remembrance, Fireworks, Festive Fayre
Provision of a monthly local Food and Artisan Market at Llanfairfechan Community Hall
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How we can help

We are often called upon to act as a lobbying voice for the local community where there are
concerns about or, improvements needed to service delivery by other public bodies.

This can include services by Conwy County Borough Council, such as highways, education or
social services, or other public services like policing or health matters.

Llanfairfechan Town Council is also consulted or involved in partnership work over largescale
projects that affect residents.

Work currently being undertaken:

* Flood Protection Project and Promenade car park redesign — working with Conwy
CBC to broker solutions to reduce risk and make the car park fit for purpose.

* West Shore Recreation Project — management and maintenance of the MUGA and 3
g football pitch and financial sponsorship of the CCBC paddling pool.

* Victoria Gardens family picnic and play area and the Station Road Garden — extensive
work has taken place to develop leisure opportunities and there is ongoing work in
the area with the Incredible Edibles group.

* Consultations and discussions with Conwy CBC about their proposed Local
Development Plan project. The project is in its final stages and is set for adoption in
2026/27.

* Llanfairfechan Community and Place Plan Work with the Discover Llanfairfechan and
the Community Partnership sub-group. Supporting the work to produce the final plan.

* Consultation work with DWr Cymru to monitor the processes in Llanfairfechan and
make sure that information is shared with residents.

Many of the Town Council’s elected members have a role in representing the Town Council
and residents of Llanfairfechan on local bodies such as environmental groups, business
groups, community venues, school governing bodies and other interest groups.

This helps the Town Council to keep in touch with local activities and allows work to inform
and consult with residents about future developments.

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Provisions under the
Wellbeing of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015

40 (1) A town/ community council must take all reasonable steps in its area towards meeting the local
objectives included in the local well-being plan that has an effect in its area.

40 (2) But a community council is subject to the duty under subsection (1) only if, for each of the preceding
three financial years prior to the local well-being plan for its area being published, either its gross income
or its gross expenditure was at least £200,000.

In 2025/26, Llanfairfechan Town Council did not have a duty to report on progress with
regards to this legislation, however, much of our work does improve health and wellbeing
in the community:

Community Projects during 2025/26:

Llanfairfechan Food & Artisan Market — The monthly
markets continued through the year, and our reputation has
grown with over 30 stalls on offer at each market. Following
a project review in Autumn 2024, it was agreed there would
be 8 indoor markets a year, running from September to April

each year. Over 100 suppliers are now on the books, and
each market has around 200 customers visiting.

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Llanfairfechan Community Mental Health First Courses Level 3 RQF

In 2025, two Mental Health First Aid Training courses were provided in Llanfairfechan for
people in key areas of the community to attend free of charge. These were funded by Dwr
Anafon with match funding from Town Council for room hire. This helped increase
understanding of mental health issues, break prejudices, and help enable people to act
when others are in distress. 31 people qualified and attended the 2-day training course.
These individuals were representatives from 15 different community groups and businesses
based in the town. Feedback was excellent and it is hoped that this project will kickstart a
regular programme of varied training courses for the community going into the future.

Llanfairfechan Emergency Dog Waste Bags project

Since 2018, Town Council have been providing free dog waste bags throughout
Llanfairfechan to reduce the problem of dog waste in the public areas. This is primarily
actioned by Environmental Operative, and bags are dispensers fixed on lampposts and
fences in any problem areas. These are being replaced monthly or when needed and we
now have several resident volunteers who help with this process. There is evidence this
is a positive way to address the issue of dog mess as complaints reduce once a dog bag
dispenser has been provided. Over 25 dispensers are placed around the town and cost
around £350 annually so this is a low cost high benefit project.

Llanfairfechan Environmental Operative work on the highway and contracted work on
Public Rights of Way (PROW)

As services are reduced at the County Council level, the Town Council Environmental
Operative has taken up tasks to keep the town county without affecting the natural
environment. We use no weedkillers and work with hand tools to keep areas clear
enough for residents to use all highways without overhanging branches and brambles,
but limit cut back to only what is really needed. Part of this work includes tidying up
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wildflower areas and encouraging a wider range of grass and flowering plants to
encourage wildlife. Several volunteers from the gardening groups assist by snipping
overhanging brambles during the summer months. The Town Council are under contract
to clear 5093 metres of Public Rights of Way in Llanfairfechan and they contract EPC
services to undertake this work. The May cut is a very minor clearance as it is important
not to disturb hedges and undergrowth at this time of year. It is really to make sure the
paths are clear enough to walk at the start of the growing year. In October, the main cut
takes place, and this annual routine has meant that complaints about PROW routes have
been reduced to almost zero.

Protection of the Llanfairfechan Tree Canopy

In 2025, the Town Council resolved to make protection of the tree canopy a priority. A
tree canopy plays a crucial role in the ecosystem, affecting sunlight penetration,
temperature regulat‘ion, and Creaﬁng 2.2 Town canopy cover comparisons
a habitat for animals and other Urban Aea Sie o) Category:

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Budget Overview

Llanfairfechan Town Council receives most of its income from the residents of
Llanfairfechan, through what is known as the ‘precept’. This is a local tax set by the Town
Council annually and it is collected on our behalf by Conwy County Borough Council, as
part of the annual council tax bill. In 2025/26 due to increasing funding pressures, Band
D property rose to £107.59, providing a precept of £165,000. In addition, £21,900 was
made available from reserves to reduce the extra cost to residents. Increasing budgets
were needed for Christmas lighting and festive fayre, CCBC library service, CCBC bus
shelters, CCBC public toilets, CCBC paddling pool costs, fireworks increase, real living
wage increase, playground equipment costs and community grants pot.

Town Councillors do not receive an income but can receive an expenses allowance of up
to £156 to cover any costs. For the benefit of equity and in line with advice from the
Independent Remuneration Panel, Llanfairfechan Town Council has agreed that all
Councillors will receive the Councillor Allowance. An extra allowance for those who are
carers is provided where necessary.

Other income is received from grant applications. In 2025/26, Llanfairfechan Town Council
were successful in gaining grants totalling £12,149.89 for the Llanfairfechan Community
Mental Health First Aid Training project, Llanfairfechan Equalities project and Llanfairfechan
Warm Hub Paned a Scwrs project.

Governance and Accountability The Council aims to be open and accountable in all that

it does, whilst ensuring sound and rigorous management of its assets and resources. It
does this by having Standing Orders, Financial Regulations, and Internal Controls and by
adopting proactive risk management practices. The Council is subject to annual internal
and external audits and reports the outcomes of these on its website and noticeboard.

Subscription to Scribe accounting systems

In January 2026, Town Council made the decision to join with an online accounting
system. It was agreed that, with the increasing challenge of managing external grants
and new CCBC sponsorship arrangements, this is now necessary for audit control.
